THE GRAND PRIX OF THE BRNO BIENNIAL 2018 – THE MINISTER OF CULTURE OF THE CZECH REPUBLIC AWARD

OK-RM:Oliver Knight & Rory McGrath, Great Britain 

The projects submitted by the OK-RM studio excel in their masterful approach and simple execution. They suggest the powerful impact of a publication when it is not designed merely as a sequence of pages one after another, but as a material object. Real Review is a magazine with origins in the world of architecture and the designers from the studio aptly used it to rethink the basic structure of the magazine. They added a vertical fold up so that each two-page spread now consists of four panels, which brings a new reader experience and the reader and designer are given new alternatives for how to conceive the magazine.

THE MAYOR OF THE CITY OF BRNO AWARD
Florian Lamm, Germany 

Who is afraid of blue, red, and green? / Práce publishers 1990–2017. This publication is available in three variants of the cover, representing the three RGB colours referred to in the title. The inside is quite simple but still not lacking anything, with perfectly thought out hierarchy between the individual texts and sections. 
In the book we also see the application of over-sized photographs, but it does not look banal, each element being justifiable and in harmony with the overall impact. 

THE CZECH CENTRES AWARD
Petra Dočekalová, Czech Republic  

Petra Dočekalová is a dynamo of a letter painter - she creates and offers models for learning handwriting, popularises the subject of letters in the streets, and through workshops, lecturing and teaching she tries to revive the letter painting trade and breathe new life into it.

THE INTERNATIONAL SELECTION JURY AWARD 
Jakob Kirch & Spector Bureau (Markus Dreßen, Jan Wenzel and Katharina Köhler), Germany 

Spector Bureau encompasses a circle of designers, copy writers, artists, photographers and software developers established around the Spector Books publishers in Leipzig. The playful design is based on the idea that people have opposite desires: while some crave a change and intensive experience, others look for stability and security. 

THE BRNO BIENNIAL AWARD FOR AN OUTSTANDING CONTRIBUTION TO GRAPHIC DESIGN 

Jan Rajlich Sr., Czech Republic 

(Awarded by the Organisational Committee of the Brno Biennial)

Jan Rajlich Jr.: “Jan Rajlich Sr. is the founder and organiser of the International Biennial of Graphic Design in Brno, where he was at the helm between 1963 and 1992. Being one of the leading and at the same time internationally best-known Czech designers, he received several awards abroad for his contribution to the development of graphic design, including the ICOGRADA award (1972, 1983, 1985 and 2002). He made designs for posters and other printed materials, created the corporate design for a number of institutions (such as the Brno Trade Fairs and Exhibitions). The Moravian Gallery in Brno is building the Jan Rajlich Archive which will be open to the public together with a retrospective exhibition of the life-long work of Jan Rajlich in 2020 on the occasion of his centennial.” (Source: https://www.facebook.com/Rajlich/)
